· Example: buzz, boing, dong

· Colors (sensory words that appeal to sight)

· Example: azure, golden, fuchsia

· Adjectives that appeal to the sense of smell

· Example: burnt, fragrant, moldy

· Adjectives that appeal to the sense of taste

· Example: savory, salty

· Adjectives that appeal to the sense touch

· Example: cold, warm, bumpy, smooth
