POETRY CHOICE BOARD

Using poems in the poetry unit in your literature textbook or other poems approved by the teacher, complete one activity in the first row, one activity from row two, and three activities in any of the five rows.

	Find a song that has a similar tone/mood of one of the poems.


	Retype a poem, changing font and color to reflect the tone/mood and meaning in the words.  For example, the word love could be typed in red cursive.
	Read a poem aloud while walking.  Every time there is a period, dash, exclamation mark, or question mark stop your walking, turn around, and begin walking in the opposite direction. What is the rhythm/ flow of the poem like?  How does this affect the mood?  

	Give an expository speech to the class informing them about the author of a poem.  

OR

Write a song about a poem’s theme and perform for the class or create a recording of the song.
	Create a video collage that visually shows the theme(s) of multiple poems. 
	Create a skit about a poem’s topic/theme.  Write down the dialogue, get props, and act it out.  You may act it out with volunteers and have this be a solo project or work with other students and have it be a group project.  If you work with others, I expect the skit’s dialogue, props, and performance to show the work of multiple people putting effort into it.

	Explain to a younger sibling or a middle school student what is tone and how to discover what is the tone of a poem.  Get the student’s name and signature.
	Create a collage of images cut from magazines or downloaded from Internet that represent a poem’s main theme/topic.
	Read a poem and highlight/circle literary elements studied in our poetry unit (such as metaphors, alliteration, similes, etc.)

	Listen to a recording of the poem “I’ve Known Rivers” recited by the author Langston Hughes (http://www.mrssansbury.com/

aastudies/harlem/flash/

langstonhughes.swf).   Listen to the tone of the reading.  Is he serious?  Is he facetious?  How do you know this is the poem’s tone?
	Create a painting or sketch of a poem’s main theme/topic.
	Read a poem out loud.  Every time a syllabus is stressed hit your desk or clap your hands.  What is the rhythm of this poem like?  Does the rhythm affect the mood of the poem?

	Read aloud a poem and then answer the questions in your textbook after the poem.
	Create a 3D representation of a poem’s main theme/topic.
	Type up, photocopy, or download from the Internet one of the poems.  Then, cut out the words.  Finally, rearrange them and paste them to paper to create your own poem (known as a found poem because you “found” the words).  Is the theme and mood of your found poem the same?  Why or why  not?
